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3. Connection

Connect the camera module, as seen in the image, with the shipped ribbon cable to the CSI interface of
your Raspberry Pi.

Connecting the camera with its CSl interface is suitable.

No other connection is needed.
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4. Installing the system

You can skip this step if you are already using the latest Raspbian software on your Raspberry Pi.
If not, please continue with the following instruction.

Install the latest Raspbian-System-Image to your SD-Card.
You can download the image here.

You can transfer the image to your SD card with a suitable program (e.g. Etcher).

After the transfer is complete, you can insert the SD card into your Raspberry Pi and boot the system.
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5. Installing the camera

Open up a terminal window and start the Raspberry Pis configuration menu by entering the following
command:

sudo raspi-config

Choose the Camera option and activate it.

The command ,-t 1000” defines how long the video is taken.
In this case, the video is captured for 10 seconds.

The video will be saved in the user directory (/home/pi) named video.h264.
